Since John’s family lived in the back of the store it was always open to customers
even in the late evenings when someone would forget to purchase something during
normal open hours. They would knock on the door and John would give them what
they needed. John and his wife Mary raised five children while working the store.
John’s greatest passion in life was his family and grandchildren. From these humble
beginnings they made numerous life time friends and customers spanning many
generations. The family would like to express our gratitude to the staff of the
Veteran’s Administration Hospital, Total Care, and Hospice Amedisy (Carondelet).
We would like to specifically thank Ruby Jaramillo, Ana Romero, and Letha Pare for
their kind, sympathetic, understanding and care of our dad as he battled with
Parkinson’s.
